Description: 
Come join us for “Full Tea” where we will enjoy an array of savories (finger 
sandwiches), assorted sweets, and selection from 300 varieties of tea. 
 
Activity:  
White Elephant Gift Exchange with a cost limit of under $10.  Participation encouraged 
but not required.  Rules are:  

1. Keep gifts anonymous. Bring all gifts in a large brown grocery store bag to 
disguise the actual wrapped gift. In other words, The idea is for people to not 
know who the gift is coming from.  

2. Start the picking! Everyone draws a number from a hat to determine the order of 
gift choosing. Have the first person choose a gift and open it.   

3. Have the next person choose an unopened gift from the pile or "steal" a gift that 
has already been chosen. The person who lost their gift can "steal" another, or 
pick a new gift. Note: A single opened gift can only be "stolen" a maximum of 2 
times then it is out of play.  

Go to the next person in order and repeat. The exchange continues until every gift has 
been picked from the unopened pile and the last person keeps their gift.

Parking:   In Old Pasadena, you will find three parking structures providing approximately 1,600 
parking spaces. The Schoolhouse Block Parking Structure, located at 33 East Green Street (between 
Raymond and Fair Oaks), is accessible from Fair Oaks Avenue, Green Street and Raymond Avenue. The 
Delacey Parking Structure is accessible from, and located at 45 S. De Lacey Avenue (between 
Colorado and Green).  The Marriot Parking Structure is located at 171 North Raymond Avenue 
(between Holly and Walnut) and can be accessed from Raymond Avenue.  All of these parking structures 
are open 24 hours a day, 7 days a week and let you park free for the first 90 minutes with an hourly rate 

of $2 each hour thereafter and a daily maximum of only $6.   

The Holly Street Parking Structure is open Monday 
through Saturday and is located just east of Old Pasadena 
at 150 East Holly Street, (between Arroyo Parkway and 
Marengo) with access from Holly Street. The parking 
structure contains approximately 600 parking spaces and 
costs $2 per hour with a daily maximum of $6. The $5 flat 
rate applies all day on Saturdays and Sundays.  

Limited metered parking is available on streets. 

Metro Information: Chado Tea House is also close to 
the Memorial Park Gold Line Station, located at 125 E. Holly 
St., Pasadena 91103-3909 (East Holly Street at Arroyo 

Parkway). A Metro Day Pass is $5.00.
